SAILING INSTRUCTIONS
RULES

These series will be governed by the rules as defined in The Racing Rules of Sailing for 2017-2021 (“RRS”) including US Sailing Prescriptions. 
NOTICES TO COMPETITORS
Notices to Competitors will be posted on the Port Jefferson Yacht Club website: wwwportjeffersonyc.com .
SIGNALS MADE ASHORE

Signals made ashore will be displayed in the vicinity of the Port Jefferson Yacht Club dock house.  This may include the race committee boat when in proximity to this area. 

When flag “AP” is displayed “1 minute” is replaced with “not less than 90 minutes” in the race signal “AP”.  The warning signal may be made earlier if all boats eligible to race have been checked in.
 CHANGES IN SAILING INSTRUCTIONS 

Any change to the sailing instructions will be posted before 0900 on the day it will take effect, except that any change to the schedule of races will be posted by 2000 on the day before and will take effect immediately.
SCHEDULE OF RACES
One race for the day for  Non spin boats. 

For the J 24’s and spin the number of races will be determined by the race committee.

Flag H displayed from the race committee finish boat
at the finish means “No more races today – return to shore”.
No warning signal will be made after 1500

1130 Harbor Start
The scheduled time of the warning signal for the first division is 1300. 
ENTRIES. Eligible Yachts must be entered by completing the online registration form at https://www.regattatech.com/clubs/PJYC/ prior to the planned race or regatta, accompanied by the appropriate registration fee.. 
DIVISION SHAPES
Divisions of boat will be identified by streamers that must be flown from the backstay or nearest rear shroud. The streamers will be  given out at the skippers meeting Friday night or can be picked up Saturday morning.
Class assignments and streamer designation will be made by the Race Committee and shall appear on the SCRATCH SHEET.

RACING AREA
ATTACHMENT A shows the location of the racing areas.  Located approximately 1.0 NM NE of the Port Jefferson Harbour East Breakwater or Northern region of Port Jefferson Harbour, East of the Federal Channel. The start will between the S/F buoy and the committee boat
COURSES

The diagram in ATTACHMENT A shows race course.  The Race Committee has the responsibility of picking a course depending on wind strength and direction.  Course letter placards prominently displayed from the committee starboard side will be used to indicate the course. The scratch sheet will give what Division a yacht will sail in. It is the intention of the race committee for J24s to sail in the Olympic circle and do windward leeward courses
THE START
Races will be started using rule 26 of the RRS with the Warning Signal made 6 minutes before the starting signal.

The Starting Line will be between a staff displaying an Orange Flag on the Committee Boat at the starboard end and the course side of the port-end Starting Mark. The race committee will make all efforts to use channel 72 on the VHF to call out the class starting and the count down to the start. While in sequence no vessel shall contact the race committee except for an emergency.
The VHF is a courtesy and flags are the ruling denotation of the start  
Boats not in their start sequence shall avoid those that are. 
Safety

Prior to the warning signal for the first race 

in which a yacht  intends to compete, each boat is requested

to sail by the signal boat, and check in by hailing its

sail number and name until acknowledged by the race

Committee. DO NOT USE THE VHF TO CHECK IN.

THE FINISH
The Finishing Line will be between a staff displaying an Orange Flag on the Committee Boat and the course side of the Finishing Mark.  Boats shall cross the Finishing Line from the direction of the last mark.  In the event the Finishing Line is approximately parallel to the bearing from the last mark boats finishing shall leave the Orange Flag to Starboard.
Boats approaching the Finishing Line during times of reduced visibility are requested to contact the Race Committee on VHF channel 72 approximately one minute prior to finishing, and illuminate their sail numbers when crossing the Finishing Line for accurate identification by the Race Committee.

TIME LIMIT

Time Limit is as follows:  3 hours from a boat’s Scheduled Division Start. Any boat that does not finish at or before that time will be scored DNF.  This modifies RRS 35.
PROTESTS & REQUEST FOR REDRESS

A boat protesting another shall display a Protest Flag.  Upon Finishing she shall notify the Race Committee of her intention to file a protest. (This modifies RRS Rule 61.1.) 
SCORING

All PHRF divisions  will use YRA of LIS PHRF ratings and will be scored Time-on-distance. For this regatta the YRA of LIS PHRF weight limitations will not apply to all divisions, nor will credits or penalties for crew weight be applied to the boat's base rating.
Scoring for this event will use the High-Point-Percentage Scoring System. 

WITHDRAWALS 

Any boat withdrawing from a race shall notify the Race Committee by hail or by VHF channel 72 at the earliest possible opportunity.
PRIZES 

At Saturday’s Awards Ceremony, trophies will be awarded to the first three places in each division, combining all of
the day’s races. The Port Jefferson Harbor Cup will be awarded to the yacht club with the lowest cumulative score of

their three best finishing yachts. One design fleets are excluded. To be eligible for this award, entrants must declare their yacht club affiliation upon registration.. Final results will be available on RegattaTech. And back at the club It is the intention that the Club bar will be open and a Barbecue will commence at apx 1730.
