DocKs & FLOATS

Memorial Day weekend was a sell out for the moorings but we had vacancies on the
dock. The electric and water are 100% complete on the docks and we are awaiting the re-
turn of the piling contractor in mid June to install four missing pilings when we will finish
installing the piling rollers that divide the slips and help direct the boats into the slips. It
can also be used to tie off an aft dock line especially when we expect heavy weather. After
the pilings are installed we will be measuring the openings to confirm we have the right
boats in the appropriate slips. An interesting statistic I found on Dockwa is that 38% of this
years reservations have never stayed with us before and we are still getting consistent 5 star
reviews on Marina.com

The docks are being power washed and at the end of the season I hope to seal and
stain the docks. They will have to be re-stained every couple of years and the docks will
really look inviting and add to the useful life of the decking. I want to remind the members
that we have the docks between the ramps for dinghy storage out of the water for the sum-
mer season. Make the reservation through Dockwa. You have to add your dinghy to your
profile and the rental for the summer is $150. This will allow you to keep the dinghy on the
waterfront and easily launched. The area in front of this dock needs to be kept clear of din-
ghies at all times. The slips opposite that dock need the room to maneuver into their slips.
Members and transients bringing dinghies in need to tie them up to the south side of this
dock or the east side of the ramp. In the spring and fall, SBU sailing will be using the
slings to store their boats between practices so dinghies stored there will have to be relocat-
ed.

In the interest of safety, we will be adding ladders to the floating docks so in the off
chance someone falls into the water they will be able to self rescue. The ladders will be
able to be deployed from the water but be stored out of the water in the up position to pre-
vent marine growth.

WHAT’S IT?

May’s What'’s It: Alan Johnson got it! Here is a little more history cour-
tesy of NOAA:

Since port and starboard never change, they are unambiguous references that are
independent of a mariner’s orientation, and, thus, mariners use these nautical
terms instead of left and right to avoid confusion. When look-
ing forward, toward the bow of a ship, port and starboard refer

to the left and right sides, respectively.

Starboard

In the early days of boating, before ships had rudders on their
centerlines, boats were controlled using a steering oar. Most
sailors were right handed, so the steering oar was placed over =

or through the right side of the stern. Sailors began calling the

right side the steering side, which soon became "starboard" by combining two Old
English words: stéor (meaning "steer") and bord (meaning "the side of a boat").

As the size of boats grew, so did the steering oar, making it much easier to tie a boat
up to a dock on the side opposite the oar. This side became known as larboard, or
"the loading side." Over time, larboard—too easily confused with starboard—was
replaced with port. After all, this was the side that faced the port, allowing supplies
to be ported aboard by porters.
